At its meeting on April 28th, the Catterline, Kinneff and Dunnotar Community Council expressed strong opposition to the above-mentioned application on the following basis.

1) The map is deficient in not identifying the existing minor roads or protected wooded areas. It eschews relevant and important detail. Moreover, there is a discrepancy between the two maps: in the one, the proposed supermarket is the left of the spine road, in the other, to the right. 
2) The planning application for a distributor road appears pre-emptive. As things presently stand, it has no obvious purpose since, the industrial site apart, it is designed to serve areas not thus far included in any planning applications.
3) The construction of the spine road would generate considerable pollution – plainly deleterious to Dunnottar Woods and the protected wooded area to the west of the proposed road – whilst the location of the spine road would simply waste five and a half hectares of good agricultural land.
4) The Council expressed grave concerns about traffic safety with particular respect to the new roundabout, which would be part of the short dual carriage section of the A92 when coming from the north. The speed limit would need to be adjusted whilst, coming from the south, the visibility of the roundabout would be reduced, effectively to the point of a blind approach, by the steady rise in the land. Equally, the necessary reduction in the speed limit to 30 mph both ways would create the risk of bottlenecks in the mornings and evenings.
5) The proposed spine road would cut through a network of minor roads between Dunnottar Castle and Stonehaven, which are very popular with walkers and cyclists and remove their right of way.

Finally, it should be noted that representatives of the Catterline, Kinneff and Dunnotar fully support the objections itemised in the Stonehaven Community Council’s response the aforementioned planning application.
